The Battle Creek Society of Artists, Calhoun County Arts Council, Grand Rapids Art Museum,

and Portland Community Arts Council served as sponsors and the judging committee. Amash’s

office received 54 submissions for the contest. All entries were on display at the Gerald R. Ford
Presidential Museum where Amash announced the winners at a ceremony on Saturday.

The Congressional Institute sponsors the art competition in cooperation with the House of
Representatives. The annual competition is open to high school students and the submissions
may be in numerous media including paintings, drawings, prints, and photographs. More than
650,000 high school students have participated in the competition since it began in 1982.
